Free State Riding Club is presenting a series of schooling shows designed to help the horse and rider. We hope to offer a fun and rewarding experience for rider, horse, parents, and friends. Our great hope is that everyone leaves with a very happy experience at the end of the day. Our shows offer classes aimed at the green horse and novice rider. However, all levels of riders and horses are encouraged to participate. Six ribbons will be awarded in each class. Free State Riding Club will present an end-of-year award for each division; however, only points for members will be tallied. Because we give end-of-year awards to members, we do not present championship ribbons for each division at every show. For more information or in case of rain, please check the website. DIRECTIONS:
· Coming from the Beltway: Take Exit 20A (Route 450 East), and bear Right onto Route 564 East (Lanham-Severn Road) toward Lanham; turn right onto Route 193 (Glenn Dale Boulevard); go over the bridge and turn left at light onto Prospect Hill Road: after passing Hillmeade Road (on Right) the road curves to the right (about ½ mile), drive is on left at our sign. 

· South bound on Route 301; Take Route 214 West: turn right onto Route 193; turn right onto Prospect Hill Road: after passing Hillmeade Road (on Right) the road curves to the right (about ½ mile), drive is on left at our sign 

· North bound on Route 301.  Turn left on Route 197 through Bowie. Take Route 450 West; continue through Bowie (new sections of road has open) to light at Hillmeade Road turn right onto Hillmeade Road; at the stop sign, turn right onto Fletchertown Road; just after the road curves to the right, drive is on left at sign. 
RULES:
1) The Judge's decision is final! 

2) Free State Riding Club will not be responsible for injuries to horses, riders, or spectators and/or for damage or theft of property.

3) Negative Coggins certificates within one year will be required upon entering the show grounds of all horses. Free State Riding Club will keep a copy of these on file for you for one show season.  NO COGGINS WILL BE CARRIED OVER to the next year.   
4) ASTM or SEI approved helmets are required for all English riders and all riders under the age of 18 entering a speed classes.  Helmets are highly recommended for all riders. 

5) Dogs must be leashed at all times. 

6) No alcoholic beverages are permitted on the show grounds. 

7) Tack should be compliant with American Horseshow Association rules. Hackamore may be used in timed events only. 

8) Free State Riding Club reserves the right to cancel or combine any class due to lack of participation.

9) Schooling for the jumping classes will be from 8:00AM to 9:00AM.  Lunging for all horses will be from 7:30 AM to 8:00 AM
10) Proper Dress is required for all classes except YOUNG RIDERS DIVISIONS. 

11) Any horse/rider combination may be excused from any class at the request of the show committee, if dangerous to themselves or others. 

12) Classes with one rider will be judged on the Danish System.     Juniors are 18 years of age and under, Seniors are 19 years of age and over. Age as of January 1, 2010. There must be a minimum of 4 riders in the smallest age group for each group to be pinned separately. Classes not pinned separately will accumulate respective points placing toward year-end awards by age group. 

13) Classes 28 – 29 & 64 (English & Western) maybe divided depending upon the number of entries. 

14)
Showmanship points will count in respective equitation/horsemanship divisions or age group. In English Showmanship bridles should be worn by horse/pony over 2 years of age. 

15)
Young riders in the small ring youth divisions may participate in trail pattern or jog classes outside of their division for learning purposes only.  No year end points for rider or horse will be accrued.

IN-HAND DIVISION:  3 YEAR & UNDER - Open to any horse or pony age 3 and under. The purpose of showing a young horse in hand is to demonstrate that the horse has the movement, manners/expression/attitude, and conformation to become competitive under saddle. The horse/pony should be judged with its suitability as a future performer under saddle in mind. These classes should define what it means to be a "Western Pleasure prospect" or "Hunter under Saddle prospect". Because young horses/ponies, they are not expected to demonstrate the behavior or quality of a finished show horse, but only that performance necessary for a reasonable presentation to the judge. Curb Bits are prohibited for weanling and yearling In-Hand classes. The club is offering this division at the JULY & AUGUST shows only. If participation is large enough, these classes may be included in the regular schedule for 2011.

In Hand Conformation - Each entry will be walked into the arena to the judge and pause for evaluation individually. Judging is on the total picture, emphasizing balance, structural correctness, and athletic capability. The In-Hand Pattern will be posted at entry booth. To be shown with halter or age appropriate bridle.

In-Hand Lounge Line - The lounging demonstration will begin at the sound of a whistle or other audible indicator when the horse has reached the perimeter of its circle. Time will not begin until the horse reaches this perimeter. When the "begin" signal is give, the exhibitor will be allowed 1 and 1/2 minutes (90 seconds) to present the horse at all three gaits in both directions. A "half-way" signal will be given at 45 seconds. At the end of the 1 and 1/2 minutes, the signal will be given to signify the end of the demonstration. Turnaround at the walk to take the second direction of the pattern may be considered as fulfilling the walk requirement of the second direction portion of the scoring format. Horses are to shown in a halter. Either a regular or show type halter is acceptable. The lounge line may not exceed 30 feet in length with a snap attached to the halter.

In-Hand Trail - To lead over obstacles similar to those found on the trail. To be judged on the performance of handling the obstacles. To be shown with bridle or halter.

During the 2004 show season, FSRC presented medal classes for both flat and over fences riders. A detailed information package will be available at each show during our regular series. But, for now here is a general description and some rules to get you started!
FSRC Equitation Over Fences Medal Challenge

   To be shown over a course up to 10 fences at 2'3'' or 2'6'' in height. The course will include challenging equitation fences and lines that will test the rider's ability to correctly negotiate a more technical course. The top six riders will be called back to hack on the flat and perform additional tests to determine the top rider. 
FSRC On the Flat Equitation/Horsemanship Pattern Medal Challenge

   To be shown on the flat performing a designated equitation pattern. This challenge tests the rider's ability to correctly perform a series of equitation tests put together as a pattern. This class will include walk, jog/trot and canter. Riders Rider may show the test English or Western. The top six riders will be called back to hack on the flat and perform additional tests to determine the top rider. 
General Challenge Rules: 

1) Entry for challenge classes shall be $15.00 if pre-registered by the end of the August Show and $20 at the September show.
2) Challenge classes are open to juniors and adult amateurs only. Challenge classes are open only to FSRC members in good standing. 

3) Challenge Participants must have competed in a minimum of 2 shows in an equitation/horsemanship class OR have placed in the top three in any single equitation class. 

4) Adults Rider may show ponies. 

5) Each rider may participate in only ONE challenge medal. If you jump, you cannot do the pattern and vice versa. A horse may participate in both challenges ONLY if ridden by a DIFFERENT rider in each challenge. A horse MAY NOT be used by more than one rider in any single challenge. 

6) All participants will receive an award. The top three participants in each Challenge will win special prizes such as oversized ribbons, rider sashes, medals and special packages. 
7) A previous winner may not enter a challenge class riding in the same discipline.  However, he/she may ride for example, in the English discipline one year and the Western discipline in another.
